Subject:  Junior Golfers 
Effective:  April 1, 2010
1.0 Preamble: Sussex Golf & Curling Club is committed to the growth of its membership and the sport of golf in general through the development of junior aged golfers.  To that end, it will foster a safe environment that is welcoming to young players and will provide instructional opportunities and access to the course appropriate for various age and skill levels.  At the same time, the Club will impose appropriate limitations that will both ensure the safety of junior golfers and respect adult golfers and their own use and enjoyment of the facility.    
2.0 The age limit for a junior membership will be 8-18 years (not to turn 19 before September 1).  

3.0 Junior players are expected to adhere to the rules of golf and exhibit good conduct at all times while on Club property.  Misbehavior and conduct unbecoming a golfer will not be tolerated.   

4.0 The Club will provide a summer instructional program to be made available to junior members and non-members.  At a minimum, this program will teach skills, provide opportunity for play, and instruct in the area of rules and etiquette.   The program will be open to children aged 6-18 years.  

5.0 Junior players who wish to play in junior groups must meet a playability standard as set forth by the Club Professional.  Those players who do not meet the standard will not be permitted to golf without an accompanying adult golfer (minimum 18 years of age), or an advanced junior approved by the Golf Professional.  No child under the age of 10 will be allowed to play golf in a group without at least one adult golfer.  The Pro Shop is not responsible to find adults to accompany children under the age of 10; it is the responsibility of parents/guardians to ensure their child is supervised according to the terms of this policy.

6.0 Since the Club’s property is private and there are no off-road regulations that govern use of power carts, the Club reserves the right to limit the rental of power carts to golfers who are 16 years of age or older.  Until they reach the age of majority (18), or are in possession of a valid driver’s license, a signed parental consent form will be required for power cart use.  Standard cart fees will apply. 
7.0 Junior members will be encouraged to establish a handicap when they reach the level of ability that allows them to golf full 9- or 18-hole rounds regularly. 
8.0 Junior golfers will play from the designated junior tee markers until their handicap warrants otherwise.  
9.0 Junior golfers will be required to play with their own equipment; 2 or more golfers will not be allowed to share clubs.

10.0 Tee Times:  On weekdays, junior golfers will be allowed to tee off according to their playability and at the discretion of Pro Shop staff, under the direction of item 5.0 above.  Weekend times will be restricted to after 2:00 pm, with exception granted to those juniors whose playability warrants such or who are accompanied by an adult.  

11.0 The Board of Directors reserves the right to restrict junior access to the Club during adult and senior functions.  Specifically, junior members will not be permitted at the Club during Tuesday Men’s league; similar occasions will be assessed as they arise and juniors will be notified by the Pro Shop.  At all times, unless a junior is on the course, preparing to play, practicing, eating or working, arrangements should be made for the junior to leave the premises. 
12.0 Parents/Guardians will be required to sign a copy of this policy when their child becomes enrolled in Club membership or the instructional program, and it will be filed as evidence of the parent’s/guardian’s agreement to the conditions set out herein.    

13.0 Administration of the Policy:  The Junior Golfers Policy shall be administered by the Golf Professional and overseen by the General Manager.

14.0 This policy will be reviewed annually by the Board of Directors, with consideration given to any changes required to keep it relevant and current.
